The paper presents the analysis of the relationship between value-based orien-
tations and the number of children among males and females aged 45+ in different
regions of the world. The results of statistical analysis on multiple variables
showed that the number of children is influenced by adherence to religious values.
For females, traditional values and the importance of family are also prominent.
For males, religiosity is the most important value predictor of the number of chil-
dren. When analyzing particular regions, it was noted that traditional values for
males and females are not the same and they can manifest themselves as civil or re-
ligious traditionalism.
