BORDER WALLS IN THE MODERN WORLD

For many years up to the present, states have developed various defense strat-
egies applied to their borders to ensure their own security and protect communi-
ties. States are still eager to install barriers on their borders, such as barricades,
fences, wires and walls, to provide an obstacle. Despite the fact that possible
threats have changed over time, the methods of protecting borders remain practi-
cally the same. The list of such walls, barriers and fences built between 2000 and

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2021 was compiled using national and international newspapers, articles and
books. The author shows that walls and barriers are constructed to prevent the
flow ofillegal migrants as well as to protect from terrorist attacks. In this case, it
turns out that the role of most of the walls and barriers built from the past to the
present has changed. When studying this issue, the author has made an attempt to
explain how the functions of walls and barriers built at borders have changed, and
why the number of walls and barriers has increased so much between 2000 and 2021.
This transformation of the role, which began with the Great Wall of China, contin-
ues today. The walls and fences are being built on the borders between the United
States and Mexico, between Europe and Asia, in the Middle East, and in Africa and
provide a clear delineation of borders. They also remain the objects of discussions
and debates about the borders. So the old method still works, even though the
world and technologies have been dramatically changing.
